Abstract. The present study explores the identification of the contexts

1, near Oradea. The excavations have revealed 32 archaeological features that can
be attributed to the LaterBnze Age. Through meticulous examination of the artifacts
unearthed, including household items and architectural elements, we gain a more
profound understanding of the construction methodologies and the way of life of the
people from that era. This findjnsignificantly contributes to the historical
understanding of the Bihor region and enriches the archaeological knowledge
concerning the Bronze Age in this area.

In Romania, as in other EU countries, archaeological investigations are an
essential aspect of infrastructure development projects, in accordance with legal
norms. Archaeological discoveries are analyzed and adequately documented before
construction beginsSuch research not only protects the cultural heritage but also
expands the historical and cultural understanding of the region. They also have an
educational function, emphasizing the need to maintain a balance between
infrastructural progress and theepervation of cultural heritage. As part of the
initiative to improve access on county roads in the Oradea Metropolitari Aieta
3, which includes the Biharia bypass, a preventive archaeological investigation was
carried out at the point called Site Imk0+4257 1+000), located on the south
eastern edge of Biharia village, Bihor County (Fig. 2). The beneficiary of the project
was the Bihor County Council. This research was carried out in accordance with legal
regulations and was led by expert archadstooru Marta fromH+L r i i Cri Hui
Museun.

Following the conclusion of World War Il in 1954, the archaeologist Mircea
Rusu from Cluj proceeded with the excavations, concentrating on the same cemetery

A single research area was established and excavated usingdugavy
mechanical equipment in several lanes. Starting from the eastern edge of the area, the
work advanced westward, digging to a depth of approximately 0,80 to 0,90 meters.
Once the surface as uncovered, two types of sterile layers were evident, in which
the complexes were highlighted: one reddisbwn and the other yellow orange.

This variation is due to the location of the research area within the overflow area of
the Cri Hult MecCeHmelk anhdeam. As wunearth
complexes were delineated through manual scraping and investigated and
documented using specific archaeological methods.

Throughout the area examined, the soil layers presented the same features.
Preventive archaeological investigations revealed the following stratigraphic levels:

- From 0 to 0.20/0.30 m, the upper part of the entire area included a
vegetal/agricultural layer, of a gray#siown color. It is worth noting that, due to the
heavy rains in the winter of 2023/2024, certain sectors were flooded.

- Between 0.30 and 0.60 m, a compact layer of grayliatk soil, very poorly
pigmented, was found; in the northern part of the studied area, the soil of this level
presented a reddidirown hue, typical of forest soils.

- Between 0,60 and 1,00 m, the layer was made up of sandy yellow clay, of
no archaeological importance.

A total of 52 features were discovered during the archaeological
investigations on the Biharia Site 1 Of these, 15 did not contain archaeological
materials. Archaeological materials, exclusively pottery, were found in 32 features.
Five other features were attributed to the Middle Ages. Based on the ceramic
analogues, these 32 features have been attiboteh e  Ciethakj | du¥/ab(Rigg o s
3).

THE SARMATIAN -VISIGOTHIC INCURSION INTO THE
SOUTH OF THE LOWER DANUBE IN 323, AND THE
COUNTEROFFENSIVE OF CONSTANTINUS | NORTH
OF THE RIVER: ANEW CASUS BELLI BETWEEN
CONSTANTINE | AND LICINIUS

Abstract. In the spring of 323, the Sarmatians, from the area of Lake Meotis
(Sea of Azov), led by King Rausimodos, seconded by the Visigoths, broke through the
danubian limes and devastated the provinces of the Diocese of Thrace. According to
the division of thedrritories of the empire, established between the two emperors, at
the time of the barbarian attack, the Diocese of Thrace was under the jurisdiction of
Licinius the emperor of pars Orientis. Constantine |, the emperor of pars Occidentis,
in Thessalonikijntervenes and defeats the barbarians. he followed the sarmato
visigoth forces across the Danube and crushed them in the South of jt&gent
Wallachia, either near Sucidava, near the confluence of the Olt and Danube rivers,
or, more likely, inthe areavenrr e t he Arged river fl owed
two forested regions of the ti me, | ater
during his intervention against the sarmatiaisigoth forces, Constantine had
violated the territories under tharisdiction of Licinius, was the pretext invoked by
the emperor of the East to hasten the start of the final confrontation between them.
the emperor of the East transformed the intervention of his counterpart in the West
into a new casus belli in their legions.

The years 32B22 marked an escalation of tensions between Constantine I,
emperors irpars Occidentisand Licinius, emperors ipars Orientis Against this
background, the relations between the two are broken, at the same time as the
preparations made by both for engaging in the final military confrontation are
intensified. Their actions would also be reflected in the Danube policy of the two
emperors, who withdrew most of their troops from the Danube border. The
withdrawal of troops from the Danube fratileft the Danube limes without an
effective defense, which encouraged the hostile actions of the barbarian populations
north of the river. Seeking to take advantage of the favorable military situation, they
resumed attacks and raids on the northern Bgtkavinces of the Roman Empire.

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The barbarian attack of 323 and the military retaliation of Constantine |

The series of barbarian attacks against the empire on the border of the Lower
Danube were the Sarmatians who lived in the nBdhtic regions. They also
involved in their action a part of the Visigoths, who had established several centers
of power in theegions bordering the river, especially in the territories of the current
Romanian Plaih

In the spring of 323, the Sarmatians, seconded by the Visigoths, broke
through the Danubian limes and devastated the provinces of the Diocese of Thrace.
According to the division of the territories of the empire, established between the two
emperors, at #time of the barbarian attack, the Diocese of Thrace was under the
jurisdiction of Liciniug.

The action of the barbarians was significantly facilitated by the fact, already
mentioned, that, in preparing the campaign against Constantine I, Licinius had
withdrawn, in the winter of 32323, a large part of the forces that ensured the guard
and defens of the limes of the provinces of Moesia Secunda and Scythia Minor, to
use them against his rival in the West. The fact is confirmed by a source from the
fourth century, Anonymus Valesianus, who clearly records that at the time of the
barbarian attack theéDanubian limes"had been neglectedby the imperial
authorities.

A series of indirect information, contained in tbedex Theodosianusake
plausible the conclusion that, most likely, in their action, the barbarians also benefited
from the substantial assistance of the local population. This is the only explanation,
in our opinion, of the issuance, on April 28, 323, of an imperial gdstied by the
"imperator Constantinus Augustus et Caesarhich was also applicable in the
future, by which all those who had given support to the barbarians, who had entered
the empie or had made a pact with them, were condemned to death, by burning alive.
According to the provisions of the edi¢if any man by an infamous conspiracy
should give to barbarians an opportunity to plunder Romans, or if any man should

Theodosianyswhich states thdtf any man collaboration with any public enemy
whatsoever should take plunder or if a person should share booty with brigands, he
shall be consumed by fire"

The date of issuance of the edict has a special significance for the dating of
the SarmatiatVisigoth attack in the south of the Lower Danube and the military
events related to it. From its content it is clear that it was issued after their conclusion.
Basd on the date of the issuance of the edict it can be stated, without the risk of being
wrong, that the incursion of the barbarians into the empire was consummated before
April 28, 323. On the basis of this finding, ser can conclude that April 28, 32%can
admitted as #&erminus ante quermf the SarmatiaVisigoth attack of the spring of
323.

A series of information regarding the incursion can be found, in more
summary or more detailed versions, in various ReByrantine and Byzantine
sources from the 4th2th centuries. Some of these sources attribute the attack to the
Sarmatians, others the Visigoths (the Goths), and others to both ethnic groups.

A 4th century sourceAnonymus Valesianusttributes the attack to the
Goths. According to this sourcéhe Goth broke through the neglected frontiers,
devasted Thrace and Moesia, and began to take spoils"

Very possible, the brief and fairly ambiguous information, which is found in
the work of Sextus Aurelius Victorlsber de Caesaribydn the second half of the
4th century, should also refer to the campaign against the Sarmats and Goths. The
author, who dates the campaign during Constantinus I's election of the new capital of
the empire, respectively by 324, states thathis time, the tribes of the Goths and
the Sarmas were destroyéd"

Brief information about the campaign against the Sarmatians and Goths can
also be found in the chronicle of Theophanes the Confessor, from the 9th century,
who dates it to the year 325. He mentions tiwatthis year the most pious and
victorious Constantine compaigned against the Germans, Sarmatians and®Goths"

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The ambiguity of the information submitted by Sextus Aurelius Victor and
Theophanes Confessor makes it impossible to formulate a categorical view that they
relate to the campaign against the Sarmats and Goths in 323. Therefore, we consider
such a possibily as hypothetical. In fact, some historians, first of all the publishers
of the abovementioned works, believe that the information of the two authors could
take into account the victories of the Visigoths and the Taiphals of 332 and the
Sarmats of 334 spectively.

In his late twelftacentury work, the Byzantine author John Zonaras attributes
the attack of 323 to the Sarmatians and Goths. In the brief record of his history he
notes thatwhen the Sarmatians and Goths had bestirred themselves against territory
of Romans and were plundering the Thracian sector, Constantine the Most Great
took the against thert?!

The most numerous and consistent news regarding the unfolding of the
military events on the Lower Danube, determined by the Sarm@oémc invasion
south of the river can be found in the work of the RofBgmantine historian Zosimos
(5th century). Accorithg to him, when Constantine |, who was in Thessaloniki,
"learned that the Sarmatians who lived near Lake Mot{&=a of AzoV), led by
King Rausimodos;'had crossed the Danube in boats and were plundering the
territory under his jurisdiction, he led hisgions against then®:

We consider it necessary to specify at this point of our approach that the
RomanByzantine author makes a confusion regarding the jurisdiction exercised by
Constantine | over the provinces of Thrace and Moesia. At the time of the barbarian
attack, accordig to the division of the territories of the empire, established between
the two emperors, the two provinces of the Balkan Peninsula were under the
jurisdiction of Licinius, the emperor g@lars Orientis

We know from the account of the RomBgzantine author that, after
crossing the river, the barbarian forces, commanded by King Rausimatiasked
a strongly garrisoned town, the wall of which was built of stone, except for the very

fortress attacked by the barbarians, soon after the outlet on the right bank of the river,
was located in the immediate vicinity of the river.

According to Zosimos' account, the barbarians tried to conquer the fortress
by speculating on the weaknesses of the wooden parts of the fortifications, which
they tried to set on fire. To this end, tHéyought fire and shot arrows at those who
were on the walP®. Their attempt, however, met with resistance from the defenders
of the fortress who were on the walls and wimassacred the barbarians by
overwhelming them with arrows and stones from the height of their commanding
position'“,

In the continuation of his account, the Rontgyzantine author claims that
Constantine | attacked the barbarians from behind, causing them a severe defeat
during which some were killed, others taken prisoner, while the others escaped by
fleeing. In the preentation of these events, Zosimos records, Constariatiad¢ked
and fell on the barbarians from behind, killed many of them and took even more
prisoners, so that the others flédl"

The news of the RomaByzantine author allows a fairly truthful
reconstruction of the unfolding of military events. Based on this information, we
believe that while the barbarian forces were besieging the fortress, the unexpected
attack of Constantine | o place. The success of the tactics applied by the emperor
materialized in the complete and bloody defeat inflicted on the attackers.

Constantine I's victory is also recorded by other sources, some contemporary,
others late. Very brieflyAnonymus Valesiasuelates that while they were ravaging
the territories of the empire, Constantiladtacked and defeated thepso that the
barbarians'terrified returned the prisoners'and in return;peace was granted to
them®,

The victory of Constantine | is also recorded by Theophanes Confessor. It
records that the emper@and won a mighty victory through the power of the Cross;
and having devastated them he reduced them to absolute sefVitude

In equally summary terms, John Zonaras also presents the Roman victory.
According to him,"when he had occupied Thrace, he joined battle with the
barbarians and set up a most glorious trophy over théme"

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Constantine I's counteroffensive in the north of the Danube

Following the defeat, Rausimodus, with the remaining forces, returned to the
north of the Danube. The Sarmatian chief apparently intended to resume at the right
time the attacks against the imperial provinces south of the Danube. Zosimis states it
very clearly, who records in his history thagfter thus losing most of his forces,
Rausimod embarked and crossed the Danubéiile keeping unchangetthe
intention to plunder Roman territory againwhen the moment would prove
favorablé®.

According to the account of the same historian, the offensive of the Roman
forces, commanded by the emperor, was not limited only to crushing the barbarian
bands that had entered the empire and driving them across the Danube, but was
followed by a vigorousampaign of punishment in the territories controlled by the
barbarians on the left bank of the river. We also specify here that the only information
regarding the Roman campaign in the north of the Danube is found only in the history
of Zosimos.

Constantine, the Rom&Byzantine author further relates, whire heard of
it, set out in pursuit of it and crossed the river Istros in his tfrrContinuing the
offensive,"while the barbarians fled to a hill covered with thick woqdk& emperor
"attacked them, killed a large number of them, among whom Rausimodus himself,
took many prisoners, accepted the submission of the crowd of those who remained
and stretched out his praying handsfter which"he returned to his headquarters
with a crowd of captives'tlaims Zosimo%.

For the most part, contemporary historians have attributed the incursion of
323 to the North Danube Visigoths and their king Rausimodus. At present, however,
it has been demonstrated, without a doubt, that the action was the work of the North
Pontic Sarmaans, who also trained a number of Visigoth groups from the-extra
Carpathian regions. As for Rausimodus, he was also identified with Rhadamsadios
(Rhadamsades, Rhadampsadios), the Sauromate king of the Bosporan kingdom, who
reigned together with the loddhg Rhescuporis VI, between 308/309 and 322323
However, by associating the little concrete information we have, transmitted by the
mentioned sources, such as the attack on the province of Moesia Secunda by the
barbarians and the counteroffensive of Constantine | north of the Danube in the

regarding the approximate location of the place of the battle.

Regarding this aspect, we maintain the opinion formulated on another
occasion, namely that the place in question should be sought in the south of present
day Wallachia, either near Sucidava, near the confluence of the Olt with the Danube,
or, moreprobably i n the area where the ArgeH Ri
the two forested regions of the time, later known under the names of Teleorman and
Vlasig®. In the opinion of some researchers, which we consider plausible,
Constantine I's erection of the fortress of Daphne, dedicated to victory, near the
confluence of Arges and the Danube, represents a solid argument for locating the
confrontation between thHeoman forces and the Sarmatiisigoth forces in this
regiorf®. Other researchers, however, express reservations about the validity of this
localization proposal or even rejectit

What exactly determined Constantine | to engage in such military operations
outside the borders of his own dominions at a time when the conflict with Licinius
was imminent, remains an aspect impossible to establish exactly. However, we
believe that we areot wrong to include among the factors that constituted the basis
of his policy, in this period and in the military context shown, the emperor's full
understanding of the geopolitical and strategic significance of the territory on the left
bank of the LoweDanube, as well as the need to establish military control over them
and to bring the barbarian populations that ruled them to obedience. This factor could
have played a decisive role in preventing or, if not, at least in limiting their invasions
south ofthe river®.

Added to these factors is the emperor's perception that by pacifying the
regions on the left bank of the Lower Danube, he would have secured his northern
flank in the perspective of the conflict with Licinius, while depriving his rival of
substantial miliry aid that could have come from the Germans north of the Danube,
with whom, it seems, that he had established connections. As a result, based on the
information presented, we consider that we can affirm that the reprisal actions
undertaken in the nortbf the Lower Danube by the Roman forces in 323 certainly
targeted a series of Visigoth groups in pregkyt Wallachia, which had seconded
the Sarmatians.

Consequently, through his actions, the emperor sought to replace the Roman
defense, which had lasted for several decades, with a policy of force towards the
barbarians, the only one that could impose respect and fear of the empire on them.
However, it shold be noted that at this stage, Constantine I's policy in the north of

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the Danube, lacking the necessary coherence, a situation determined by the division
of jurisdiction over the Danubian limes with Licinius and by his different attitude
towards the barbarians, was only partially successful. Not by chance, in our opinion,
after being the sole emperor, Constantine | initiated a vigorous military and political
offensive in the north of the Lower Danube, resulting in the reconquest of the
territories of southern Dacia. From this perspective, the campaign of 323 can be
consideredhe prelude to the offensive that followed.

Consequences

The fact that during his intervention against the Sarmafiaigoth forces,
Constantine had violated the territories under the jurisdiction of Licinius, was the
pretext invoked by the emperor of the East to hasten the start of the final confrontation
between them. The emperor of the East transformed the intervention of his
counterpart in the West into a neasus bellin their relations.

As on the occasion of previous confrontations, Licinius also asked for the
support of his old allies, the North Danube Visigoths, who, fulfilling his request,
provided him with significant military contingents, a fact confirmed by some sources.
Thus, in tle decisive confrontation at Chrysopolis, on September 18, 324, according
to the account made Bynonymus Valesianuthe emperor opars Orientis"being
especially aided by the Gothic auxiliaries which their prince Alica had brotight"

The patrticipation of the North Danube Visigoths, as allies of Licinius, in the
military campaigns during the conflict between the two emperors, in 324, leads to the
conclusion that the losses of the Germans following the participation with the
Sarmatiansled by Rausimodos in their incursion in the previous year, were minor.
Moreover, the very information transmitted by Zosimos, who categorically states that
the decisive role in carrying out this incursion was played by the Sarmatians from the
Meotic Lakeregion, confirms both the position of seconders of the rdahube
Visigoths and the secondary role they held within it.

Abstract. Considerations regarding the life and activity of the Gre€ktholic
archpriest of Turda, Artemiu Codarcea (188[®03).The priest who is the subject of
this study, although he pastored for a short time in Turda (five years), remains in the
history of this Transylvanian city, through the dignity of Greek Catholic archpriest that
he held and through the fact that he led libeal branch of the ASTRA association.
Artemiu Codarcea'’s activity was particularly effervescent, having a plurivalent caaract
(ecclesiastical, national, cultural, economic, etc.). The distinguished archpriest was a
defender of Romanian national interests. Also, Artemiu Codarcea showed a special
interest in the Romanian Greélatholic confessional school in the deanery he heéade
being aware that through education one can easily climb the social ladder. Artemiu
Codarcea was a promoter of culture, both in urban and rural areas. He also took into
account the priests in his deanery, whom he tried to help and solve their problems,
periodically convening them in deanery synods. Artemiu Codarcea was a priest loved by
many and esteemed by the local community in Turda.

Throughout its existence, the assembly enjoyed a wide audience from the
public, which it positively influenced by strengthening cultural awareness; from this
perspective, it stands out as one of the decisive factors that acted for the social and
cultural development of Romanian society in this part of the country.

In the interwar period, "Hilaria" continued to be a pillar of Oradea's cultural
life, expanding its repertoire and activities both in the city and in Bihor County, as
well as along the western border, often stopping in Banat as well. It collaborated
with choirs and orchestras from numerous areas of the country, organizing large
scale performances.

The relationship between "Hilaria" and Banat was a special, close, dynamic
one, characterized by reciprocity and mutual support in promoting Romanian culture
and national identity, based on artistic collaboration, cultural exchanges, and
national solidariy.

The political and institutional transformations that followed the end of the
First World War and the incorporation of Transylvania into the Romanian state
marked the beginning of a new demographic phase. In Romania, according to the
data of the 1930 populan census, national minorities accounted for 28.1% of the
total populatiof Over time, as a result of factors associated with {acgée
migrations during the subsequent hundred years, and state policies the proportion of
national minorities within the total population gradually declined. By the 2011
census, national minoritiegepresented only 16.5% of the population. Similar trends
can be observed in the rural population at the national level, where minorities
accounted for 24.7% in 1930 and 15.6% in 2011

The first official information regarding the ethnic structure of the population
in the settlements that today form the commune of Rus derives from the 1850 census
(Table 1). At that time, Romanians accounted for 96% of the total population, Jews
for 2.57%,and Hungarians for 1.07%; in addition, three individuals of Roma origin
were also recorded. By 1900, out of the 1,927 inhabitants living in the villages of
Rus, BuzaH, -Rus,nlB41 wwere Robhaneahs g95.54%), 59 Hungarians
(3.06%), 12 Germans @R%), while 15 individuals belonged to other ethnic groups.
During the interwar period, the 1930 census (Figure No.1) recorded 2,097 Romanians
(96.37%), 39 Roma (1.79%), 17 Jews (0.78%), 13 Hungarians (0.6%), and 9 Germans
(0.41%). The firstcensuscondectt aft er Romani ads return
system after the fall of the communist regime registered 1,332 Romanians (99.85%),
together with one Hungarian and one individual belonging to the Roma ethnic group.

The general trend of the
Hungarian population was one of growth between 1850 and 1900, followed by a
decline after 1941. Alongsidedfmanians and Hungarians, small communities of
Jews, Roma, and Germans also lived in the area. Most of these ethnic groups had
disappeared from the population by the time of the most recent census, primarily as
a result of emigration or assimilation.

Germans A distinct ethnic group that arrived in the settlements which today
form the commune of Rus was represented by the Swabians, a population of
Germanic origin and generally of Roman Catholic confession. The colonization of
the Swabians was primarily drivdéry economic considerations. They were brought
to various areas of the western counties of Transylvania as skilled laborers employed
in different types of manufactories, such as potash works, glassworks, iron
processing workshops, sawmills, and $&mienterprises.

The Middle Ages represent an initial phase in the development of Jewish life
in Transylvania. Contemporary documents indicate a sporadic presence of them in
the territory of the Kingdom of Hungary and Transylvania during the thirteenth to
sixteenth centues. The policy of the Hungarian kings toward them during this period
fluctuated between the granting of privileges, such as the charter issued on 13
December 1251 by King B®l a |V, atih the s

By examining the evolution of the Jewish population during the period 1850
1992 (Table 1), several similarities can be observed with the broader development of
this community at the level of Transylvania as a whole. The significant growth of the
Jewish poplation in Transylvania and in Bihor County during the eighteenth century
was determined by three main factors: natural increase, colonization, and
immigration. Among these, immigration played the most important role, particularly
during the second half afhe eighteenth century. Regarding the directions of
migration, during the first half of the eighteenth century the principal flow originated
from the west (Moravia, Bohemia, Hungary, Austria, and Germany), followed by
northern routes (from Poland) and swrn ones (from the Ottoman Empire and the
Romanian Principalities). This situation changed fundamentally in the second half of
the eighteenth century, when the patrtition of Poland, the incorporation of Galicia and
subsequently Bukovina into the Habsbtmpire, as well as the Josephine policy of
tolerance, transformed this region into the main source of Jewish migration toward
Hungary and Transylvartia The Jewish community was generally well represented
